We have already assessed the 

children in Years 2-6 who will be taking part in the 

scheme to find which level books are appropriate 

for them. In order to set up Accelerated Reader 

we have also been redesigning our library lay out 

which is the reason most children have not had a 

school reading book this week.

Also on World Book Day, both during and after 
school, we will be holding a book sale of books we
